New standards for
chemicals

Each year in the United States,
tens of thousands of workers
are made sick or die from occu-
pational exposures to the thou-
sands of hazardous chemicals
that are used in workplaces eve-
ry day. The U.S. Department of
Labor’s Occupational Safety and
Health Administration (OSHA) re-
cently launched two new web re-
sources to assist companies with
keeping their workers safe.

While many chemicals are sus-
pected of being harmful, OSHA’s
exposure standards are out-of-
date and inadequately protec-
tive for the small number of
chemicals that are regulated in
the workplace. The first resource
OSHA has created is a toolkit to
identify safer chemicals that can
be used in place of more haz-
ardous ones. This toolkit walks
employers and workers step-by-
step through information, meth-
ods, tools and guidance to either
eliminate hazardous chemicals or
make informed substitution deci-
sions in the workplace by find-
ing a safer chemical, material,
product or process. The toolkit is
available online.

“We know that the most effi-
cient and effective way to pro-
tect workers from hazardous
chemicals is by eliminating or
replacing those chemicals with
safer alternatives whenever pos-
sible,” said Dr. David Michaels,
assistant secretary of labor for
occupational safety and health.

OSHA also created another new
resource available on the web:
the Annotated Permissible Expo-
sure Limits, or annotated PEL ta-
bles, which will enable employers
to voluntarily adopt newer, more
protective workplace exposure
limits. OSHA’s PELs set manda-
tory limits on the amount or con-
centration of a substance in the
air to protect workers against
the health effects of certain haz-
ardous chemicals; and OSHA will
continue to enforce those man-
datory PELs. Since OSHA’s adop-
tion of the majority of its PELs
more than 40 years ago, new
scientific data, industrial experi-
ence and developments in tech-
nology clearly indicate that in
many instances these mandatory
limits are not sufficiently protec
tive of workers’ safety and health
at work.
